Nearly 30 Locations in the Fox Valley and Surrounding Areas Will Play Host to the Games

Nearly 30 sites will play host to the 2009 Summer Games including municipal sites such as parks, schools and area
roads, as well as recreational facilities like Superbowl Bowling Center, Chaska Golf Course and the non-profit Heart of the
Valley YMCA.

The recreational
facilities and schools in the area that are hosting our events are well maintained and in great shape.

“The participants are going to experience all the excitement we've seen so far as we've worked with our local volunteer
groups,” said Vincent. “It's the people that make the Games what they are and you’ll see and feel that when you come to
the Fox Cities. The whole community is gearing up for their arrival.”

The Wisconsin Sports Development Corporation (WSDC) began touring Fox Valley facilities following the 2008 Summer
Games. Working together with the Fox Cities Convention and Visitors Bureau they were able to secure all facilities for the
2009 Games with the exception of the Cycling course, which is challenging due to the logistics needed to coordinate a
road cycling race. Organizers anticipate finalizing the Cycling course within the next few weeks.

The American Family Insurance Badger State Games emerged as part of a national State Games movement to provide
competitive opportunities for amateur athletes.

Modeled after the Olympics, the philosophy of the American Family Insurance Badger State Games is that everyone plays
regardless of age or skill level. The Games embody the values of participation and good sportsmanship. The Summer and
Winter Games remain Wisconsin's only Olympic-style sports festivals and are truly grassroots events that rely on the
dedication of thousands of volunteers and the support of corporate partners.
